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German Diplomat Likely to Become UNMIK Head

PRISTINA, Yugoslavia — German diplomat Michael
Steiner is likely to become the next head of the UN
Mission in Kosovo (UNMIK), says UNMIK spokes-
woman Susan Manuel. Steiner would succeed Hans
Haekkerup, who announced his resignation 28 Decem-
ber, citing personal reasons. Following the signing of
the Dayton peace agreement in 1995, Steiner served as
a deputy to International High Representative Carl
Bildt in Bosnia. Until November, he was a foreign
policy and security advisor to German Chancellor
Gerhard Schroeder. Reuters reports that Schroeder
would back Steiner’s candidacy. UN Secretary-General
Kofi Annan will have the final approval.

Yugoslav Finance Minister Resigns Over Bank Clo-
sures

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia — Yugoslav Finance Minis-
ter Jovan Rankovic resigned on Friday (4 January) to
protest the Serbian government’s decision to close four
of Yugoslavia’s largest banks. He said he tried to per-
suade President Vojislav Kostunica to block the move,
and having failed to do so, Rankovic is unwilling to
assume responsibility for as many as 8,500 layoffs and
potential corporate bankruptcies that may ensue. Hun-
dreds of bank workers demonstrated against the clos-
ings Friday and Saturday and vowed to continue the
protests. Yugoslav Central Bank Governor Mladjan
Dinkic defended the move, saying keeping the banks
afloat would have cost Yugoslavia euro 4.2 billion, a
sum the country could never have raised. Unions plan
to demonstrate in front of the Central Bank on Thurs-
day (10 January).
